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ABSTRACT

This abstract provides a sample of a Microsoft Word document with formatting guidelines for EBB abstracts of posters presented in this event.  

This abstract style has a two column layout and must have 1 page at maximum. There should be only two sections in the abstract: Abstract and References. Please avoid the use of other sections. 

The overall page format features are balanced double columns, a specified set of fonts (Arial or Helvetica and Times Roman) in certain specified sizes (for instance, 9 point for body copy), specified size of margins (2.54cm [1"] top and bottom and 1.9cm [.75"] left and right) and specified column width (8.45cm [3.33"]).

Tables and figures must be numbered. Their descriptions should follow them, as in the examples shown in Figure 1 and in Table 1.
